	WHEREAS, although the Mitchells conducted philanthropic acts in a great number of Texas communities, the City Council recognizes the important and abundant contributions that Cynthia and George Mitchell provided directly to the City of Galveston; and

	WHEREAS, George Mitchell was born on Galveston Island in 1919 to a Greek immigrant and graduated from Ball High School before he left for Texas A & M University to study petroleum engineering and geology; and

	WHEREAS, a mere few of the contributions made by the Mitchells to Galveston Island include – the revival of Mardi Gras! Galveston; restoration of the Downtown Historic District including the 1839 Tremont House Hotel and contributions to refurbish the Grand 1894 Opera House; the rebirth of the Seawall with the construction of the San Luis Hotel and the restoration of the Galvez Hotel; donations to the Galveston campuses of both the University of Texas Medical Branch and Texas A & M University; donations of land; and developments throughout the island; and
